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The project, realised for the economical network of the province of Modena in collaboration with the Engineering faculty of Modena University and the CNR of Pisa, wants to realize a platform for a video archive, and a powerful search engine able to recover the particular file by searching the subject also inside the video, in the audio part as well as in the video part, rapidly and precisely, through a technology based upon ontologies.








Simplify and increase the use of new technologies like tele-assistance, training courses, handbooks and distance communications;


Save money through a better use of new services and tools;


Realise a new search engine able to recover file inside the video.





The economical network of the province of Modena is constituted by 62.000 enterprises, that means one every 10 inhabitants. Of them, 20.000 are manufacturer enterprises, 12.000 are agricultural ones, and 30.000 are commercial and services enterprises. For historical and political reasons, every district has specialized in one production field: the district of Carpi in the knitwear, Mirandola in biomedical products, Sassuolo in ceramic, Castelnuovo in food industry, the area of Modena in metal-mechanics, etc.


Besides the big and well-known enterprises (as Ferrari), there is a lot of small and micro enterprises in this area, that characterizes our economical system and makes the area the subject of studies all over the world. The handicraft enterprises are approximately 21.000, and there are 4.500 SMEs. This economical structure, which combines the flexibility of small enterprises with the possibility of working with the big enterprises (through the organization in productive chains), has produced more and more wealth all over the years.


Our province is in fact one of the most advanced in Europe for that concerns pro capita income, which amounts to about 20.000 €, as well as for that concerns unemployment, which tax is less than 4%. This economical structure is based upon strong and friendly relation’s networks between people. But now the moment has come for these enterprises to face the market’s globalization, and the confrontation will become harder in the next years. Nowadays, the focus is on exportation, decentralised production and so on: these activities are necessary to our enterprises and they grow on every single day. Keeping in mind that Modena is only a little part of national production, it’s easy to imagine the extent of the problem.


There are some new services and tools that are growing in parallel with these needs: tele-assistance, training courses, handbooks, distance communications; all aimed at the independence from assistance, which is expensive as regards money as well as time. This is the reason for the necessity and the spreading, in the common use, of these new tools.
