You may recall that a while ago I mentioned that we hoped to start a partner seeking service for UK companies, to help them identify potential partners for EU external aid contracts.  This service is in addition to the existing networking questionnaire and rather different from it, in that it aims to help identify potential partners for possible co-operation in the future, without having a specific project in mind. 
  
I have received my first request for a search for a Czech partner.  Public Administration International is a well-known and impressive consultancy, which provides advice to Government bodies and other organisations on implementing public service reform, good governance measures and poverty reduction programmes.  Much of their international experience tends to be in central and eastern Europe, though they have worked more widely.  I attach a link to their website for your information (http://www.public-admin.co.uk/) 
  
PAI would like to link up with any Czech consultancies also involved in public sector reform.  Ideally, they would be looking for an established firm with some experience of EU funded projects in public sector reform in the region.  But they would also be interested in smaller or less experienced companies, which might have something to offer. 
  
I wonder whether you are able to identify any such consultancy companies, which might be interested in meeting PAI to discuss future co-operation.  By co-incidence, PAI will be in Prague next week running a short course on regulatory impact assessment.  They would be happy to meet any companies then, though I appreciate that this may not give us much time to identify suitable companies.  So they'd be equally happy to receive information on any companies at a later date and to talk to companies subsquently.
